5.  COURSE SUMMARY:
This pass/fail course is for students with limited English experience who based on placement test results, instructors’ recommendations, and TOEFL scores, place below ESL intermediate level courses.  The goal of instruction is on strengthening students’ command of basic English structures.  Students are given the opportunity to become familiar with the format of the TOEFL examinations through use of TOEFL-style exercises on some of the basic English structures studied.  These TOEFL exercises are based on selected sentences from the students’ text in their theme-based course.  Timed practice TOEFL sessions are included to help students become skilled at working under time pressure.
