Short-Term Exchange Program

for Kansai Gaidai University Students

2008

TransPacific Hawaii College (TPHC) offers two Short-Term Exchange Programs for Kansai Gaidai University (KGU) students in 2008.  One is a four-week program in the summer, and the other is a twelve-week program in the fall for students to learn English and experience American and Hawaii cultures through attending intensive ESL classes, living with a host family and participating in other activities.  The programs are intended to enhance students’ understanding of intercultural communication and experiences, so they can take home new perspectives and skills to contribute to the global community.
TPHC has an agreement with KGU to accept KGU students for TPHC’s short-term ESL programs in summer and fall 2008.  For this purpose, admission is determined solely by the application submitted to the Center for International Education at KGU.  KGU is responsible for screening the applicants, collecting all the necessary program expenses, and paying TPHC upon receipt of an invoice from the college.  All students are required to adhere to all the requirements to stay in good standing for an F-1 visa.

Curriculum:
Students receive 23 hours of ESL instruction each week, for a total of 85 hours (2 credits total).  The program is academic in nature, and instruction includes all four skill areas (reading, writing, listening, and speaking) as well as a service learning component.  

· Classes will meet Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday (Wednesday is a non-instructional day)
· Two hours of ESL 10 S  Academic Reading and Writing each day (8 hours/week)

· One hour of ESL 11 S  Academic Listening and Speaking each day (4 hours/week)

· One hour of ESL 13 S  Speaking and Listening Lab each day (4 hours/week)

· One hour of an ESL 14 S  Studies in American Culture and Communication each day (4 hours/week)

· One hour of ESL 50.1 S  Volunteering in the Community three days a week (3 hours/week)

· Off-site volunteering opportunities on Wednesday or Saturday

Course Descriptions:

ESL 10 S  Academic Reading and Writing is an intensive reading and writing course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English.  Students will practice reading skills including skimming, scanning, previewing, using context to guess meaning, and predicting content.  Students will learn to employ a process approach to writing, and will progress from developing paragraphs to developing an academic essay. Grammar structures will be reviewed and practiced as errors occur in writing.  This course includes an introduction to the basic computer skills such as keyboarding, word processing, and email.
ESL 11 S  Academic Listening and Speaking is an intensive listening comprehension and oral communication strategies  course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English.  The course emphasizes recognition of spoken classroom registers and instructions, and note-taking while listening to short academic lectures.  It also emphasizes interpersonal techniques for group and whole class discussion, academic presentations, vocabulary expansion, and pronunciation practice. 

ESL 13 S  Speaking and Listening Lab is an intensive, interactive, task-based listening and speaking course taught in conjunction with ESL 11 S. Students will become acquainted with a variety of computer-based audio and visual equipment and materials.  Emphasis will be on pair and group work in a curriculum that addresses the goals of reception of prosodic features of American English pronunciation, listening comprehension, discussion, and summary of main ideas and supporting details in academic and non-academic discourse. 
ESL 14 S  Studies in American Culture and Communication is an introduction to particular aspects of American culture and styles of communication. The course focuses on helping students adjust to host family life, feel at ease in Hawaii, understand American culture in general, and become active participants in American academic culture in particular.  It offers students the opportunity to practice communication skills using real-life and academic tasks. 

ESL 50.1 S  Volunteering in the Community is a course to introduce students to an aspect of American culture through volunteering.  Students will become familiar with how to search for opportunities, prepare a resume, and complete reading and writing assignments related to learning about the traditions of American people helping others less fortunate in their communities.  Students will participate in volunteer activities in the Honolulu area on a weekly basis during the class.

Curriculum:
Students receive 23 hours of ESL instruction each week, for a total of 276 hours (6 credits total).  The program is academic in nature, and instruction includes all four skill areas (reading, writing, listening, and speaking) as well as a content based class.
· Classes will meet Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday (Wednesday is a non-instructional day)   

· Two hours of ESL 10 L  Academic Reading and Writing each day (8 hours/week)    2 credit course

· One hour of ESL 11 L  Academic Listening and Speaking each day (4 hours/week)   1 credit course

· One hour of ESL 13 L  Speaking and Listening Lab each day (4 hours/week)  1 credit course

· One hour of an ESL 14 L  Studies in American Culture and Communication each day (4 hours/week)  1 credit course

· One hour of ESL 40.1  Survey of Films (4 hours/week)  1 credit course

Course Descriptions:

ESL 10 L Academic Reading and Writing is an intensive reading and writing course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English.  Students will practice reading skills including skimming, scanning, previewing, using context to guess meaning, predicting content, and making inferences.  Students will learn to employ a process approach to writing, and will progress from developing paragraphs to developing academic essays. Students will revise and edit their writing.  Grammar structures will be reviewed and practiced as errors occur in writing.  The course includes TOEFL preparation. This course includes an introduction to the basic computer skills such as keyboarding, word processing, and email.
ESL 11 L Academic Listening and Speaking  
ESL 11 L Listening is a listening comprehension strategies course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English. The course emphasizes recognition of spoken classroom registers and instructions, and note-taking while listening to short academic lectures.  ESL 11 L Speaking is an oral communication strategies course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English. The course emphasizes interpersonal techniques for group and whole class discussion, academic presentations, vocabulary expansion, and pronunciation practice.  ESL 11 L Listening and ESL 11 L Speaking are taught together as one integrated skills course, but students receive separate grades for the two skills.

ESL 13 L Speaking and Listening Lab is an intensive, interactive, task-based listening and speaking course taught in conjunction with ESL 11 L. Students will become acquainted with a variety of computer-based audio and visual equipment and materials. Emphasis will be on pair and group work in a curriculum that addresses the goals of reception of prosodic features of American English pronunciation, comprehension, TOEFL practice, and discussion and summary of main ideas and supporting details in academic and non-academic discourse.

ESL 14 L Studies in American Culture and Communication is an introduction to particular aspects of American culture and styles of communication. The course focuses on helping students adjust to host family life, feel at ease in Hawaii, understand American culture in general, and become active participants in American academic culture in particular. It offers students the opportunity to practice communication skills using real-life and academic tasks. 

ESL 40.1 Survey of Film is an intensive integrated-skills film course for students who are non-native speakers of English but who have previously studied English.  Students will apply the academic skills they learn in other ESL classes to the comprehension of and analysis of film content. The course will include speaking/listening and reading/writing skills. Students will discuss, summarize and review films both verbally and in writing.
